The Housing report that was passed on to me does indeed undermine some of the University's case for building housing of the type planned. Indeed it also casts doubt over the wisdom of pulling down Bleachfield!

    If there is a public enquiry a good lawyer will soon pull much of the

university's case apart. I just wish the University would accept that they have

a weak case and then try to find an imaginative, exciting alternative - one

that is acceptable to all. To plow on with a weak case could just involve the

University in lots of costs and maybe a failure to get full permission. What a

waste of money that would be.
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
